Tourist Attractions:

BUSAN

@ Yonggung Temple - was first built in 1376 by the great Buddhist teacher known as Naong during the
Goryeo Dynasty.

@ Oryukdo Skywalk - was built on Seungdumal, a border between the East and South Sea. The korean
name translates to “walking in the sky”, or so it's meant to feel like.This Horse Shoe - shaped bridge is
set up against a 35m coastal cliff. With the entire bridge made of glass, you can watch the waves hit
against the cliffs from under you.

@ APEC House - has been used as a memorial hall and a prestigious international conference hall since
the APEC summit meeting. Nurimaru, a 3-story building, is a modernistic expression of “jeongja,” a
pavilion in traditional Korean architectural style. Its roof shape symbolizes the ridgeline of
Dongbaekseom Island. Its interior design is a visual display of Korea's creative traditional culture.

@® Gamcheon Culture Village - “Korea's Santorini.” “Korea's Machu Picchu.” “Lego Village.” These are

the many nicknames the Busan neighborhood of Gamcheon 2-dong Village—has earned over the years.

Taejongdae - Is a natural park with magnificent cliffs facing the open sea on the southernmost.

Yongdusan park - is considered a favorite resting place among the citizens of Busan. It is called

Yongdusan because the shape of the mountain looks like the head of a dragon that climbs to land from

sea. Yongdusan park has an area of about 69,000 ni.

@ Jagalchi Market - Korea's largest fish market since 1889 is a must-go destination for all seafood lovers
out there! The market offers every type of fish and seafood you can imagine and serves it in a very unique
way. You can also eat all the sashimi you wish for a very reasonable price!

@® Gyeongju National Museum - Gyeongju National Museum is steeped in tradition. Representing
Gyeongju, which was the capital city of the Silla Kingdom (BC57~AD935), the museum is where you can
view the cultural history of Gyeongiju district.

@ Bulguksa Temple - The representative relic of Gyeongju and was designated as a World Cultural Asset
by UNESCO in 1995. The beauty of the temple itself and the artistic touch of the stone relics are known
throughout the world.

® Cheomseongdae Observatory - is a 7th century bottle-shaped stone structure admired by
archaeologists worldwide.

@ Seokguram Grotto - Designated as World Cultural Heritage Site by UNESCO in 1995, it is an artificial
stone temple made of granite.

@ Namsan Park - Love of Locks-Thousands of padlocks attached to the fence by romantic Seoulites
symbolizing their undying affection.

@® Changdeokgung Palace - Changdeokgung Palace was the second royal villa built following the
construction of Gyeongbukgung Palace in 1405. It was the principal palace for many kings of the Joseon
Dynasty, and is the most well-preserved of the five remaining royal Joseon palaces.

@ Icheon Space Tower (Include one drink per person) and Starlight Garden - Asia's first
cafe-in-the-sky! The Sky Cafe in Asia, No. 1 in the world and No. 7 in the world, you could also to enjoy
a cup of coffee at 35 meter up in the air, and surrounded by breathtaking panoramic night views! Next to
the Star Garden, which was just around the corner, the colorful lights of the night are really beautiful!
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
