Tourist Attractions:
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® Senso-Ji - An ancient Buddhist temple located in Asakusa, Tokyo, Japan. It is Tokyo's
oldest temple, and one of its most significant. Formerly associated with the Tendai sect of
Buddhism, it became independent after World War 1.

@ Imperial Palace - Is the primary residence of the Emperor of Japan. It is a large park-like

area located in the Chiyoda ward of Tokyo and contains buildings including the main

palace, the private residences of the Imperial Family, an archive, museums and

administrative offices.

® Owakudani - An area with active volcanic zone where sulphurous fumes, its "Black jewel
eggs" cooked in the area's thermal heat sources, are a Hakone specialty.

® Lake Ashi Pirate Ship - was formed in the caldera of Mount Hakone after the volcano's
last eruption 3000 years ago. And the boat ride could enjoy dreams and romance while
gazing upon the delights of Mt. Fuiji.

® Mount Fuji - Mt. Fuji, rising above the clouds, is the symbol of Japan and has provided a
spiritual basis for the Japanese since ancient times. This 3776 meters high, dormant
volcano is world renowned for its symmetry and serenity.

® Oshino Hakkai - Oshino Hakkai is a touristy set of eight ponds in Oshino. The eight ponds
are fed by snow melt from the slopes of nearby Mount Fuji that filters down the mountain
through porous layers of lava for over 80 years, resulting in very clear spring water that is
revered by the locals.
